Sler
s ownership was the focus of concern, < third party who has the right to challenge ownership” was often mern-
tioned in the contracts. Thus, sdlers had to make ome datements or expressons in the contracts which indi-
cate that the ownership didn’ t have defects (the satementsof buyers were sresses from another vieapoint) |
and slers d9 had to make guarantees on ownership defects. These issues were the siictantive contents of
sdes contracts at that time, and have important sgnificancesfor us to recognize the {2ga nature of sdles cont
racts in Turfan digrict of Mongploid - Yuan time.
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
